Greetings 2009 AHA National Conference attendees. My name is Mike McDole and I’m the Cellar Master for the conference. The cellar will provide for the cold storage and movement of all beer during the conference.  
The cellar will be located near the hotel receiving dock on Clay Street. The cellar hours for the conference are as follows:

Tuesday, June 16, 12PM to 8PM

Wednesday, June 17, 9AM to 8PM

Thursday, June 18, 7:30AM to 1AM

Friday, June 19, 7:30AM to 1AM

Saturday, June 20, 7:30AM to 1AM

Sunday, June 21, 7:30AM to 1PM (the Clay Street dock will be open)
As you arrive at the conference, we will be accepting your beer into the cellar. For each keg (or case box for bottled beer, no loose bottles or 6-pack carriers ), we will need some basic information that will be attached to each keg with a tag we will provide (sample below).  We will need to know the club name and a contact name/telephone for someone at the conference. An indication is required as to whether the keg is for the Hospitality Suite, Club Night, or both. If you are bringing beer for a seminar or other event, we will need to know the date, time, and location of the event. If you are bringing beer for someone else please bring the information required to fill out the keg tag. 
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For the purposes of the expected high volume of receiving as the conference begins, there will be receiving from the outside dock on Clay Street during the following scheduled hours: 

Tuesday, June 16, 3PM to 8PM

Wednesday, June 17, 9AM to 8PM
Thursday, June 18, 8AM to 6PM
Friday, June 19, 5PM to 1AM

If you want to drop of beer outside the dock hours, but while the cellar is open, you can do so from inside the hotel. Here’s a map of where you’ll want to go:
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Anyone having special check-in requirements, a large number of kegs, or need help getting their kegs to the cellar, contact the cellar master at 925-270-6734 or 925-899-3287.
The cellar will deliver the beer to all events. After the events, the cellar will accept all kegs that contain beer. The cellar will not accept empty kegs after events. Note that the cellar closes at 1PM on Sunday. You should have picked up all your kegs by then. 

We are budgeting 4 pounds of ice per keg on Club Night. All beer will be brought to the event cold so please use no more ice than you need to maintain the temperature. 
Due to space restrictions, the cellar will only be storing beer.
